OFF THE FIELD: 
1.  DRAMA:  NOT ALLOWED.  

 Support and encourage your teammate!  Be loyal to one another and strive to act in a manner which will not cause tension, 
friction, and drama amongst members of this team! 

 Hold teammates accountable to the standards of this team!   
 If you feel a player is not acting in a way that is loyal to this team, civilly discuss the issue with that player.  

 
2. Conduct yourself with class, humility, and humbleness 

 Strive to be the politest person you know.  Always use good manners.  Be thankful of the successes we achieve and avoid 
bragging or gloating.  Celebrate our successes in a classy way by thanking everyone who compliments our program and our / 
your success.  BE GRACIOUS!  (this is a 24 hour 7 day a week expectation)     

 
3. Be the model student in the classroom
